Among the many signif icant matters they l i t igated together was 
the successful  representat ion of Joseph Robbie and Dolphin Stadium 
Corporat ion in various lawsuits  concerning the land use and zoning 
decis ions al lowing for the construct ion of Dolphin Stadium.

Mr. Waldman founded the f irm in 1991 and now, with the able assis tance 
of his  partner,  Craig Trigoboff  (a 13-year Weston resident) ,  divides his
